1. Please be at your bus stop 5-7 minutes ahetle oégular pick-up time and be waiting at thg
bus stop 5-7 minutes ahead of the usual dropro#.ti

2. Kindergarten students will NOT be dropped off unles their parent or other authorized
person is present at the bus stoplf you are not at the bus stop, your kindergadkild (along
with any older siblings) will remain on the bus amreturned to the bus garage or other desig
nated school spot. You will be contacted to pick/her up at that location.

3. Students in grades 1-12 will generally be reddast their drop-off location even if a parent is

not present. At the discretion of the driver, hoere students in grades 1-5 may be brought back

The safety of your children is our first concerml ave would like to share the following procedures f
dropplng off and picking up your children at Otiti
Dropping Off (8:45-8:55 am)-turn into the school from Mount Hope Road, entahatsecond left, g
part way around the flagpole, follow the road tlgiodhe parking lot and continue alongside the bui
ing. Drop your child off at the Main Doorway and donie around the flagpole to exit. This will en-
able you to see your child enter the school ang kiee traffic flow moving.
Please do not drop off your child prior to 8:45 amas there is no supervision.
By the third week of school (Sept.13), we ask ttwat notwalk your child to his/her classroom. Pleg
stop by the office if there is something you neediscuss with your child’s teacher. At this pdimt
students should be comfortable enough to locaie ¢dlessroom and start the beginning of their day.
To pick up your child the end of the day Send a note to the child’s teacher in the morrpiak your
child up from the Library at 3:15 pm (enter througk doors of the Library— adjacent to our main e
trance), you will be asked to sign your child oytdme of the teachers on duty. Your child willveait-
ing for you in the Library.
If you need to pick up your child earlier than 3:p& (for an appointment that cannot be schedulec
later) please sign your child out at the main effiefore 3:15 pm, a note should be sent to thééeac
that morning.
We ask that parents refrain from signing students at in the office between 3:15-3:30 pm, as this
is a very busy and hectic time.
Please do not take your child early from schookekin unavoidable situations— much classroom
learning goes on until the end of the day.
Of course, we realize that emergency situationssaedial circumstances arise and we will be happ
work with you.
If your child says that you are picking them up andwe do not have a note, your child will be
placed on the bus.
